It’s been a busy spring and summer… 

April 11-12,   our own Warnella H. presented her silent testimony as part of 
the Girls of Grace dance recital, “Thy Kingdom Come.” The presentation was the story of Salvation told 
through music, dance, drama and silent testimonies.  Our staff and guests were blessed with tickets to 
this event.  

 On April 28, an 18-wheeler full of rummage including some furniture was delivered to our 
door.  The truck was filled with gleanings from the Walleye Festival yard sales in Freeland. We enlisted 
the help of friends, and four men from the RCO (a men’s shelter nearby) to unload our abundance.  
Thanks to Deb Miller for arranging this event again this year.  It is a huge undertaking, but benefits 
many, many people.   

 May 9, Members of New Life Christian Fellowship Church gave us their Saturday morning to 
help get a new house’s lawn in order. On May 14, students from Valley Lutheran participating in the 
annual “Spring into Service Day” spent 2.5 hours helping us out.  They cleaned, sorted and did many 
other things. 

 Sister Marietta and former guest April Woods went, to Cincinnati, Ohio on May 13-14.  April 
shared her story at a Partners in Action luncheon given by the Sisters of Notre Dame de Namur. About 
500 people heard April’s talk.   

 In May, Joe Malek plowed and planted our vegetable garden behind house #3.  The rain and 
the hard work of some of our guests have kept the garden looking good and we have been blessed 
with fresh produce.  

 On May 30 we remembered Sister Shirley Orand, co-founder of Emmaus House. It was the 
22nd anniversary of Sister Shirley’s death.

Turning lives around has been and remains the mission.  Sister Marietta shared with me that "At 
Emmaus, I have the poor monetarily, poor in spirit, and poor in emotional strength."  Yet, through her 
leadership and faith, the ladies have been able to live drug and alcohol free lives, to trust in God, and 
to believe in themselves.  As a volunteer, I drive guests to Delta classes, Michigan Works, doctor's 
appointments, and various meeting groups which address addictions and their need to build well 
balanced lives.  When I pick up the ladies, I ask, "Was it a good meeting?"  I am always pleased to hear 
back, "It was a good meeting, Miss Joan." 
 

On the coldest day of last year's cold winter, we hosted our first Saginaw area choir concert at First 
Presbyterian church.  I was concerned that our audience would be diminished in number due to the 
weather, but, as the church began to fill, I was overwhelmed.  That feeling of joy remained as each 
choir added their beautiful contribution, and the "Ladies of Emmaus" capped off the event to a 
standing ovation.  I look forward to this annual concert event returning to the First Presbyterian 
Church on Sunday, February 14, 2016.

They 

were going along and Jesus came along their side and revealed himself to 

them. I realized there is no “plan B.” There was a dramatic change in my life to 

realize that God is my source and reward. That was 14 years ago. God brought 

me full circle. Not I have gone from homeless to homeowner. How 

wonderful to own a home. Emmaus House is “Hope Central”! We’ve got 

hope.

I was living in New Jersey and they 

wanted $30,000 for a rehab program. I could never pay that! I came to 

Michigan to meet my husband’s mother and had 37 days clean, but no place to 

stay. I was out of options when someone introduced me to Sister. I told her my 

story and she let me come to Emmaus House. I followed all the rules. It is a 

spiritual program that gives you a chance. Jail and prison do not help. No one 

else gives you a chance at life, a better life. I am truly blessed because of 

Emmaus House. Now I am out on my own and feel truly grateful every day.

Tausha’s Story – “I never had a spiritual life until I came to Emmaus House.” 

I shoved all of my problems down and didn’t deal with them. This led to drugs and alcohol. When I got 

to Emmaus House, I had little hope and no belief. Emmaus House believed in me. Emmaus House gave 

me structure, independence and life-style changes. There are not many places where they give you an 

opportunity to work on yourself. That’s what I needed to do; work on my inside. I have learned more 

compassion, caring and have more conscience. If you put work into it, hard and continuous work, it 

changes you. I have changed life habits, become healthier, go to church, and sponsor people in the 

program. I am happier and more hopeful. I never want to go back. (Tausha is currently an honor 

student at Delta College and will receive her degree in the spring.)
